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CHRONICLE. June 30, 1941 The Red Army left Lviv

In Lviv, Ukrainian nationalists hung portraits of
Bandera and Hitler and announced the creation of an
independent Ukraine under German protectorate - the
“Act of Proclamation of the Ukrainian State” was
adopted.

“The Act”, paragraph No. 3: “The Ukrainian army,
together with the allied German army, will fight
against the Moscow occupation.”

The Jewish pogrom began. The Germans did not
interfere.

“Just in 5 weeks of the Bandera’s “state” existence,
5 thousand Ukrainians, 15 thousand Jews and several
thousand Poles were Killed.”

Fuhrer for Ukraine and his program.
DATA

Even before World War 11, the leaders of the OUN
(Organization of Ukrainian Nationalists)* S. Bandera and
R. Shukhevych worked closely with the German
counterintelligence Abwehr Il. Later this allowed
Ukrainian nationalists (Bandera) to flow freely, as if
through communicating vessels, from the Ukrainian
security or punitive police to the ranks of the Ukrainian
Insurgent Army (UPA)* and back. They received from
the Nazis more than 700 mortars, about 10 thousand
heavy and light machine guns, 100 thousand hand
grenades, 30 thousand mines and shells, more than 12
million cartridges.



In addition to weapons, the UPA main headquarters
was provided with 300 field radio stations, about 100
portable printing presses and other equipment, and
German military instructors and specialists were
assigned.

The UPA reached its largest number in the spring and
early summer of 1944: about 25-30 thousand of armed
fighters. According to one of the UPA commanders, 60%
of the foremen and archers were Galicians, 30% were
Volhynians and Poleschuks, and only 10% were residents
of the Dnieper region*.

By the time Germany attacked the USSR, the Bandera
ideology and its combat structures had already been
formalized, approved by higher German headquarters
and ready for action.

As soon as the Germans entered Poland, the doors of
the prisons opened to Ukrainian nationalists, among
whom there were many outright bandits and murderers.

Bandera, who was imprisoned after the murder of a
Polish minister, was also released. The main thing for him
was the creation of a dense network of OUN throughout
Ukraine. In April 1941, supporters of S. Bandera
convened a large gathering in Krakow. The main
decisions of this meeting were included in the relevant
party program documents.

* OUN-UPA - organizations banned in the Russian Federation

Firstly, this is the elimination of the Bolshevik regime
in Ukraine; secondly, the deepening of the OUN’s ties
with state opponents of communism (Germany, Italy and
Japan); thirdly, education and training of OUN



personnel, including military personnel; fourthly,
coordination of OUN actions with the German army in
the rear of the Red Army.

The Bandera program also included the main thesis:
“Ukraine for Ukrainians!”

A corresponding greeting was also introduced: raising
a hand with the words “Glory to Ukraine!” and the
answer: “Glory to heroes!”

Bandera, who was then 32 years old, became the
Fuhrer.

The beginning. Massacres of Banderites
in the USSR. DATA

On the day of adoption of the so-called “Act of
Proclamation of the Ukrainian State”, June 30, 1941, the
Ukrainian battalion “Nachtigal” (a unit subordinate to
the SS) under the command of Shukhevych, which broke
into Lviv together with the German advanced units, shot
more than 3 thousand Poles from Lviv, including 70
world famous scientists. And within a week, about 4
thousand more Jews, Russians and Ukrainians were
brutally killed.

“On this day, long before the arrival of the German
punitive and police units, Shukhevych’s Nightingales (the
Nachtigal punitive battalion) from the Ukrainian
nationalists broke into the city with the advanced columns
of the Wehrmacht. According to the German researcher
Willy Brockdorff, their appearance resembled bloody
butchers. They “took long daggers in their teeth, rolled up
the sleeves of their uniforms, holding their weapons at the
ready. Their appearance was disgusting when they rushed
into the city... As if possessed, belching loudly, with foam



on their lips and wide-opened eyes, the Ukrainians rushed
through the streets of Lviv. Everyone who fell into their
hands was executed.” .

The “Melnikovite” Vasily Selsky characterizes the
“Nachtigallites” in a similar way. In 1947, in the magazine
“Ukraine” (USA), he wrote: “With the beginning of the
German-Soviet war, saboteur units in German uniforms,
with German machine guns and on German tanks arrived
in Lviv, evacuated by the Soviets. Pompous and self-
confident, having reached Lviv, they organize sadistic
orgies for several days."

Jews were dragged out of their apartments, caught on
the streets and arrested, beaten and humiliated. One Jew
was forced to remove horse manure from the streets with
his hat. Others were forced to lick the pavement, carry
garbage with their mouths, and wash and clean the roads
without any available means. Women were beaten with
sticks, undressed, driven through the streets, and raped.
They also beat pregnant women. Local residents gathered
in the streets to witness the pogrom with their own eyes.
Then some of the Jews were sent to prisons to exhume the
corpses of executed prisoners; during the work they were
also beaten and humiliated.

One of the Jews, Kurt Lewin, particularly remembered
a Ukrainian dressed in a beautiful embroidered shirt. He
beat the Jews with an iron stick, cutting off pieces of skin,
ears and knocking out eyes. Then he took a club and
pierced the head of one Jew, the victim’s brains fell on
Levin’s face and clothes®.

As for the document on the “independence” of the
Ukrainian state “proclaimed” at the same time in Lviv,
the German authorities simply threw it into the trash.
They needed silent killer beasts, for which the majority of
Ukrainian nationalists were, in principle, morally
prepared. Bandera nationalists now logically became
assistants to Hitler’s executioners, who sometimes (when
there was not enough time) needed such “diligent” Killers.



In Lviv, despite the fact that Bandera’s portrait was
hung next to Hitler’s portrait in the Opera House, a few
days later the Germans simply announced that they
would not tolerate any “Ukrainian” state. The German
official Kund in Krakow told Bandera: “Perhaps you
consider yourself allies of the German army? But the
German army has no allies in the East. Using military
terminology - you are conquered people'.

For the statement about the “Ukrainian state”, which
was not legally agreed upon with the German occupation
administration, S. Bandera was arrested and even
imprisoned in a camp. To tell the truth, he was kept there
in comfortable conditions, having contact with his
supporters on the loose. The new tactics provided for a
smooth flow of bandits from the OUN (Bandera) into
various punitive and security battalions of the German
army and SS, which they did with pleasure, receiving
“thirty pieces of silver” from their masters for this.

Not only June 30 and July 1, 1941 became black days
for Lviv. In total, at the beginning of July-August 1941,
more than 8 thousand people were killed in the Lviv
region.

The beginning of the Holocaust in Ukraine.
DATA

With the beginning of Germany’s attack on the USSR,
S. Bandera addressed his supporters with the words:
“Kill the Poles, the Jews, the communists without mercy...
Ukrainian peasant! Ukrainian worker! The land owned
by local Jews... is the property of the Ukrainian nation.
Jews are the eternal enemy of the Ukrainian nation. From
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this day on, no one will go to work for a Jew. Jews must
disappear from Ukraine. Whoever goes to work for a Jew
will be severely condemned and seriously wounded. Away

with the Jews"s.

Bandera groups on the territory of the USSR were
institutionally divided into “lines” - certain combat units
with their superiors. After the German attack on the
USSR on June 22, 1941, the so-called “marching groups”
formed by Bandera were sent to the east along with the
Anzac commands. Their advance routes were agreed
upon in advance with the Abwehr. These groups
performed the functions of an auxiliary occupation
apparatus in settlements captured by German troops. On
Soviet territory, nationalists distributed leaflets calling for
people to evade mobilization and not help the Red Army.
They actively helped the German field troops in pursuing
the Red Army soldiers who were surrounded and
participated in their executions.

A group organized by a member of the OUN Bukovina
Line, Petro Voinovsky, carried out a massacre of Jews in
the village of Milievo on July 5, 1941, killing about 120
people.

In Turbov, the nationalists slaughtered all the Jewish
men (which the Germans did not impede) and wanted to
immediately burn the remaining women and children
alive (which the German soldiers did not want to see at
that time). “Such murders were committed by nationalist
detachments everywhere. In Western Ukraine alone,
Ukrainian nationalists exterminated about 28 thousand
Jews .
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Ukrainian police took part in the execution of Kiev
Jews at Babi Yar, as well as in one of the first mass
executions of Jewish children in Bila Tserkva near Kiev.
“The scale of participation of the Ukrainian police in the
Holocaust is evidenced by a message from the
headquarters of the 444th Security Division of the
Wehrmacht dated October 20, 1941, which notes that the
“Jewish question” in the south of Ukraine has been
“finally settled”, and “the Ukrainian police have proven
themselves well in the performance of their official
duties's.

CHRONICLE

On October 14, 1942, in the occupied territory
the Bandera's UPA was created.

Forever damned for its crimes.

UPA military leaders Roman Shukhevych (future Chief
Commander of the UPA), Vasily Sidor (commander of the
UPA-West) and others served in the punitive 201st
Schutzmannschaft battalion®, which was sent to Belarus to
fight Soviet partisans.

In 1943, the OUN took part in the formation of the
Ukrainian 14th SS Grenadier Division “Galicia”®. The
division was involved in the destruction of the Polish village
of Guta Penyacka, as well as many other war crimes.

At the end of the war, the leadership of the OUN/UPA
officially approves the strategy: enemy No. 1 is the USSR
and the Red Army. Bandera’s supporters direct all their terror
against them.
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CHRONICLE

On January 29, 1944, Bandera’s followers
received an order from the Germans to fight
Soviet partisans: “The UPA’s task is determined:

suppression of Soviet gangs” (order of the

German 13th Army Corps 1-ts No. 299/4)

Order No. 1 of the commander of the UPA group
“West-Carpathians” dated August 22, 1944 states: “with
the release of Ukrainian territory, the Germans cease to
be occupiers for us.” Based on this, it is necessary: “to
preserve the people’s energy for a decisive and final
reprisal against the main enemy of Ukraine (the
Bolsheviks).” German Field Marshal E. Manstein,
commander of Army Group South, in his book “The Lost
Victories” mentioned UPA units as “those who fought
Soviet partisans, but, as a rule, released the Germans who
fell into their hands, taking away their weapons”.

The Galicians not only did not limit the activities of the
German occupation administration regarding the
economic exploitation of the territories of Volhynia-
Polesie, but also contributed to it, being the material base
of the Ukrainian insurgent anti-Soviet movement. At the
same time, the OUN and UPA did not even try to prevent
the removal of about 500 thousand people of the
Ukrainian population of the western regions for forced
(slave) labor in Germany. The OUN also did not interrupt
the “economic robbery of the people” by German troops.

Khatyn.
DATA
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By the spring of 1943, after the defeat of the Germans at
Stalingrad, only the purely anti-human ideological principles
remained of Bandera’s followers - hatred of the “Jews and
Muscovites”, the enemies of “Independent” and dog-like
devotion to their masters, with whom they were tied by blood
- the Germans. A Bandera member could serve in a “security”
battalion, i.e. beat and shoot Soviet civilians, then could run
into the forest into the UPA detachments (organized in 1943),
where, in fact, he performed the same functions of brutal
murders.

The most famous (but by no means the only) episode is the
burning of the Belarusian village of Khatyn by Ukrainian
nationalists hand in hand with German punitive forces.

Khatyn was located in the Minsk region of Belarus. For the
destruction the day before of several German soldiers by
partisans, the punitive forces, which were based on Ukrainian
policemen and Germans from the special SS team
“Dirlewanger”, wiped the village off the face of the earth
along with all the inhabitants. The massacres in Khatyn were
committed by the 118th Ukrainian Police Battalion, which
was formed in Kiev from members of the OUN (later many
of them became UPA militants). On March 22, 1943, punitive
forces surrounded Khatyn, where by that time there lived 149
inhabitants (including 75 children). The entire population of
the village was herded into a barn; Nazi collaborators locked
the doors of the barn, lined it with straw, doused it with
gasoline and set it on fire. The wooden barn quickly caught
fire. Under the pressure of dozens of human bodies, the doors
could not stand it and collapsed. In burning clothes, gripped
by horror, suffocating people rushed to run, but those who
escaped from the flames were shot by Nazi criminals from
assault rifles and machine guns. 147 village residents were
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burned in the fire and killed by bullets, including 75 children,

the youngest of whom was 7 weeks old.

During the 9 months of their stay in the temporarily
occupied territory of the Belarusian SSR, according to the
Ukrainian nationalists, the “Ukrainian Legion” killed more
than 2 thousand Soviet partisans??.

Strengthening the forces of Ukrainian
nationalists

FACTS

In March 1944, People's Commissar of State Security of
the Ukrainian SSR S.R. Savchenko reported: “During 1942,
Bandera’s followers did a lot of work to create a wide
network of underground armed combat groups in Western
Ukraine. In March 1943, on the basis of these combat groups,
the Bandera support of the OUN began the formation of the
so-called Ukrainian Insurgent Army (UPA), at first headed by
a certain Yurko (nickname inside OUN), and in May 1943 by
a certain Klim Savur with the rank of Commander-in-Chief
of the UPA.”

The Bandera leaders threw out the slogan “let’s cleanse
the Ukrainian land” (Galicia and Volyn) from Polish evil
spirits. An action of genocide of the Polish population at an
unprecedented level began. It was called the “Volhynian
massacre”.

CHRONICLE

February 9, 1943 - the beginning of the
Volhynian massacre. Hundreds of Bandera's
men massacred the Polish village of Paroslya —
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more than 150 inhabitants. In total, the
Ukrainian Insurgent Army (UPA) killed up to
150 thousand Poles during the massacre.
Bandera's supporters demanded that
Ukrainians from mixed families should kill
their closest Polish relatives.

Volhynian massacre
DATA

In the summer of 1943, UPA units organized large-scale
ethnic cleansing in areas inhabited by the Polish population.
According to Polish historians, at least 40 thousand people
were Killed in July 1943 alone.

“Another victim of these ethnic cleansings, called the
Volhynian Massacre, were Jews fleeing from the Nazi
punitive forces,” writes historian A. Dyukov. — OUN (b)
propagandists called for the destruction of not only the local
Polish population, but also the Jews. “The priest said:
‘Brothers and sisters, the time has come when we can take
revenge on the Poles, Jews and communists,”” one eyewitness
recalled. We find the same slogans in reports sent to the
Ukrainian Headquarters of the Partisan Movement (USHPD)
by Soviet partisans: “At meetings, peasants are called upon to
destroy communists, Jews and Poles.”

The facts of the mass extermination of civilians in Volhyn
by Ukrainian nationalists are also found in the documents of
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the Soviet special services. So, one of them says the

following:

“An agent of the NUD group who returned from the
mountains. Vladimir-Volhynsky, reported that on July 18th
of this year was an eyewitness to the mass extermination of
the Polish population living in the city of Vladimir-
Volhynsky by Ukrainian Bandera nationalists. During masses
in churches, Bandera’s followers killed 11 priests and up to 2
thousand Poles on the streets of the city. The German
garrison, police and Cossacks numbering 600 people did not
take any measures against the massacre of the Poles, and only
after the massacre the German command posted an
advertisement calling on the Poles to join the gendarmerie to
fight Bandera. Many Poles, fearing reprisals, went to serve
the Germans®”.

From the report of the head of the 4th Directorate of the
NKGB of the USSR, comrade Kobulov.

From the mountain area of the city Rivne. Received on
August 3, 1943: “...During the German-Polish War, Ukrainian
nationalists played an active role in organizing espionage and
sabotage in the rear of the Polish army. For these services, the
German command of the OUN authorized reprisals against the
Polish population living in the regions of Western Ukraine,
especially in Galicia. As a result of this vile activity, thousands
of Polish families were killed and hundreds of villages were
burned. This massacre continued until the arrival of the Red
Army in the Western regions of Ukraine#”.

Doctor of Humanities Viktor Polishchuk writes that the
main compiler of the “road map” of the murders of Poles in
Volhyn was a certain Mykola Lebed, the chief of the OUN
security service. The UPA headquarters received the
following combat missions from Lebed in June 1943:
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— immediately and as soon as possible complete the action
of total cleansing of Ukrainian territory from the Polish
population;

— consistently destroy the internal enemy, that is, all

democrats from under the flag of the UPR (Ukrainian

People’s Republic) and other political groups.

Volhynian massacre
FACTS (continued)

Here we will give only a few examples that are scary to
read, but people should know what beasts in human form the
civilian population of Volhyn faced. Witnesses' names are
abbreviated to initials:

- 7Z.D. from Poland: “Those who ran away were
shot, chased down on horseback and killed. On August 30,
1943, in the village of Gnoino, the headman appointed 8
Poles to work in Germany. Ukrainian Bandera partisans took
them to the Kobylno forest, where there used to be Soviet
camps, and threw them alive into a well, into which they then
threw a grenade.”

— E.B. from Poland: “After the murder of the
Kozubsky family in Belozersk, near Kremenets, Bandera’s
supporters went to the farmstead of the Guzikhovsky family.
Seventeen-year-old Regina jumped out the window, the
bandits killed her daughter-in-law and her three-year-old son,
whom she was holding in her arms. Then they set fire to the
hut and left.”

— A.LL. from Poland: “On August 30, 1943, the UPA
attacked the following villages and killed there:

— Kuty - 138 people, including 63 children.

— Yankovitsy - 79 people, including 18 children.

— Ostrovka - 439 people, including 141 children.

— Volya Ostrovetska - 529 people, including 220 children.
— Chmikov colony - 240 people, among them 50 children.

- M.B. from the USA: “They shot, stabbed, burned.”

- T.M. from Poland: “They hanged Ogaszek, and
before that they burned the hair on his head.”

— M.P. from the USA: “They surrounded the village,
set it on fire and killed those escaping.”

— F K. from the UK: “They took my daughter and I
to a collection point near the church. About 15 people were
already standing there - women and children. Centurion
Golovachuk and his brother began tying their arms and legs
with barbed wire. The sister began to pray out loud, the
centurion Golovachuk began to hit her in the face and trample
her feet.”

— F.B. from Canada: “Bandera’s men came to our
yard, caught our father and cut off his head with an ax,
pierced our sister with a bayonet. Mother, seeing all this,
died of a broken heart.”

— Yu.V. from Great Britain: “My brother’s wife was
Ukrainian, and because she married a Pole, 18 Bandera men
raped her. She never recovered from this shock, her brother
did not take pity on her, and she drowned herself in the
Dniester.”

— V.Ch. from Canada: “In the wvillage of
Bushkovitsy, eight Polish families were driven into the barn,
where they were all killed with axes and the barn was set on
fire.”

— Yu.H. from Poland: “In March 1944, our village
of Guta Shklyana was attacked by Bandera’s men, among



them was one named Didukh from the village of Opiyadov.
Five people were killed. They shot and finished off the
wounded. Yu. Khorostetsky was cut in half with an ax. A
young girl was raped.”

— T.R. from Poland: “The village of Osmigovichi.
On July 11, 1943, during the service of God, Bandera’s
men attacked, killed those praying, and a week after that
they attacked our village. Small children were thrown into
the well, and those who were larger were locked in the
basement and filled up. One Bandera member, holding an
infant by the legs, hit his head against the wall. The mother
of this child screamed and was bayoneted.”*®

July 11, 1943 peak of the Volhynian massacre.
Bandera's UPA attacked 150 Polish
settlements, committing incredible atrocities.

Volhynian massacre
FACTS (continued)

From the work of Yu. Turovsky and V. Semashko
“Atrocities committed by Ukrainian nationalists against the
Polish population of VVolhyn. 1939-1945"2¢:

— OnJuly 16, 1942, in Klevaniya, Ukrainian nationalists
committed a provocation and prepared an anti-German leaflet
in Polish. As a result, the Germans shot several dozens of
Poles.

— November 13, 1942 Obirki, Polish village near Lutsk.
Ukrainian police, under the command of nationalist
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Sachkovsky, a former teacher, attacked the village because of
collaboration with Soviet partisans. Women, children and old
people were herded into one valley, where they were killed
and then burned. 17 people were taken to Klevaniya and shot

there.

— November 1942, outskirts of the village of Virka.
Ukrainian nationalists tortured Jan Zelinsky, putting him tied in
a fire.

— November 9, 1943, the Polish village of Parosle in the
Sarny region. A gang of Ukrainian nationalists, pretending to
be Soviet partisans, misled the village residents, who treated
the gang throughout the day. In the evening, bandits
surrounded all the houses and killed the Polish population
there. 173 people were killed. Only two survived, they were
littered with corpses, and there was a 6-year-old boy who
pretended to be Killed.

- A later examination of the dead showed the exceptional
cruelty of the executioners. Babies were nailed to tables
with kitchen knives, several people were skinned, women
were raped, some had their breasts cut off, many had their
ears and noses cut off, their eyes gouged out, their heads cut
off. After the massacre, they organized a drinking party at the
local village head's house. After the executioners left, among
the scattered bottles of moonshine and leftover food, they
found a one-year-old child nailed to the table with a bayonet,
and in his mouth was a piece of pickled cucumber, half eaten
by one of the bandits.

— March 11, 1943, Ukrainian village of Litogoshcha, near
Kovel. Ukrainian nationalists tortured a Pole teacher, as well
as several Ukrainian families who resisted the extermination
of the Poles.
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— March 22, 1943, the village of Radovichi, Kovel
region. A gang of Ukrainian nationalists, dressed in German
uniforms, demanding the weapons, tortured Lesnevsky’s
father and two brothers.

— March 1943, Zagortsy, Dubna region. Ukrainian
nationalists kidnapped the farm manager, and when he ran
away, the executioners stabbed him with bayonets and then
nailed him to the ground “so he wouldn’t get up.”

— March 1943. In the outskirts of Guta Stepanskaya,
Kostopil region, Ukrainian nationalists deceived 18 Polish
girls, who were Kkilled after being raped. The bodies of the
girls were placed in one row and a ribbon was placed on them
with the inscription: “This is how Lyashki (Poles) should
die.”

— March 1943, the village of Mosty, Kostopol district.
Pavel and Stanislav Bednazhi had Ukrainian wives. Both
were martyred by Ukrainian nationalists. The wife of one was
also killed. The second one, Natalka saved.

— March 1943, the village of Banasovka, Lutsk region. A
gang of Ukrainian nationalists tortured 24 Poles and threw
their bodies into a well.

— March 1943, Antonovka settlement, Sarnensky district.
Jozef Eismont went to the mill. The owner of the mill, a
Ukrainian, warned him of the danger. When he was
returning from the mill, Ukrainian nationalists attacked
him, tied him to a pole, gouged out his eyes, and then
cut him alive with a saw.

— In July 1943, the village of Biskupichi, Vladimir
Volhynsky district. Ukrainian nationalists committed
massacre by driving residents into a school building. At the
same time, the family of Vladimir Yaskula was brutally

murdered. The executioners burst into the hut while everyone
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was sleeping. They killed the parents with axes, and laid

the five children nearby, covered them with straw from

mattresses and set them on fire.

— July 11, 1943, the village of Svoychev, near Vladimir

Volhynsky. A Ukrainian named Glembicki killed his Polish

wife, two children and his wife’s parents.

— July 12, 1943, Maria Volhya colony, near Vladimir
Volhynsky. At about 3 p.m., Ukrainian nationalists
surrounded it and began killing Poles using firearms, axes,
pitchforks, knives, and guns. About 200 people (45 families)
died. Some of the people, about 30 people, were thrown into
a well and there they were killed with stones. Those who ran
away were caught up and killed. During this massacre, the
Ukrainian Vladislav Didukh was ordered to kill his Polish
wife and two children. When he did not follow orders, his
family was killed.

— Eighteen children aged from 3 to 12 years old, who hid
in a field, were caught by the executioners, put on a cart,
taken to the village of Chesny Krest and there they killed
everyone, pierced them with pitchforks, and chopped them
with axes. The action was led by Kvasnitsky...

— August 30, 1943, Polish village of Kuty, Lyuboml
region. Early in the morning, the village was surrounded by
UPA riflemen and Ukrainian peasants, mainly from the
village of Lesnyaki, and there they committed a massacre of
the Polish population. They killed in huts, courtyards, and
barns, using pitchforks and axes. Pavel Pronchuk, a Pole who
tried to protect his mother, was laid on a bench, his arms and
legs were cut off, and he was left to die as a martyr.

— August 30, 1943, Polish village of Ostrowki, near
Lyubomol. The village was surrounded by a dense ring.
Ukrainian emissaries entered the village, offering to lay down
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their arms. Most of the men gathered at the school where they
had been locked up. Then they took five people out of the
garden, where they were killed with a blow to the head and
thrown into dug holes. The bodies were stacked in layers,
covered with earth. Women and children were gathered in the
church, ordered to lie on the floor, after which they were shot
in the head one by one. 483 people died, including 146
children.

Numbers. Killed Poles
DATA

After the arrival of the Red Army, there were discovered
documents of OUN-UPA units about “actions” to exterminate
the Polish civilian population of Volhyn and Galicia, which
indicate that the activities of these structures should be
qualified as murder (genocide), which resulted in the death of
at least 120 thousand. people of the Polish defenseless
population in 1943-1944.

Researcher and publisher V. Polishchuk, based on the
same documents of the OUN-UPA believes that “Bandera’s
OUN formations, using brutal methods, killed at least 80
thousand people of the Ukrainian civilian population -
from infants to old people - in Volhyn and Galicia.”

Completing the mournful list of victims of Ukrainian
nationalists, Viktor Polishchuk writes: “Enough! Enough of
these scary descriptions! Thinking about them, | cannot
understand the psyche of the criminals. Those who cut off the
arms and legs of children, gouged out the eyes, cut open the
bellies of women - as they look into the eyes of their
grandchildren, look at their little arms and legs. Do they not
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see images of what happened 50 years ago? Can they sleep
peacefully while holding a knife or an ax in their hands?
Don’t they then feel the warm blood of their victims on their

hands?”"’

Extermination of the Jews by Ukrainian

nationalists FACTS

For purely pragmatic reasons, the OUN men sometimes
forcibly recruited Jews but only those who were valuable to
them, such as doctors. The rest were considered expendable
by Bandera's followers.

Thus, the report of the OUN Security Service assistant
clearly stated: “Previously, the Security Service issued an
order to kill all non-specialist Jews in a secret manner, so that
the Jews and even our people would not know, but instead
would spread propaganda, that he had gone to the
Bolsheviks.” The fugitives from the ghetto were
exterminated, as were the Poles, in accordance with the
directive of the command and the Security Council of the
OUN. Shortly before the arrival of the Red Army troops of
the OUN Security Council in Western Ukraine, Jewish
specialists who served in the UPA, former Soviet prisoners of
war and “Eastern” Ukrainians were liquidated. Jewish family
camps under the control of the UPA were also destroyed
along with their inhabitants.

In the “Encyclopedia of the Holocaust” (“Jewish
Encyclopedia of Ukraine™), historians A. Voitsekhovsky and
G. Tkachenko write: “Dry statistics indicate that out of 2
million 700 thousand Jews living on the territory of Ukraine
before the war, approximately 1 million 550 thousand were
destroyed by the occupiers Human. The largest number of
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victims of the Nazi-OUN Holocaust occurred in the western
regions of Ukraine - 977 thousand people (Lviv region - 260
thousand, Transcarpathian region - 125 thousand, Drohobych
region - 120 thousand, Ternopil region - 125 thousand,
Chernivtsi region - 102 thousand). This is explained primarily
by the fact that Ukrainian nationalists acted in these areas,
carrying out, under the control of the Nazis, the catching and
extermination of Jews.”

Mobilization in the UPA
DATA

From declassified documents of the Central Archive of the
FSB of the Russian Federation:

“Living in the occupied territory, moving among
nationalists and members of the UPA and based on personal
observations, | can express my opinion that in the UPA 60%,
or even more, are mobilized, who, if the opportunity arises,
will leave the UPA,” he shows during interrogation former
member of the OUN Kutkovets I.T.

— Mobilization in the UPA took place as follows: A
military officer located in the village selected several people
from the village to serve in the UPA, mainly from persons
who served in the Red Army or in the Polish, and these
persons were summoned to a certain place at a collection
point. Persons who did not show up at the assembly point
were caught by the Security Service and beaten with ramrods.
Anyone who failed to show up at the collection point
received 50 blows with a ramrod as punishment. Deserters
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from the UPA were beaten with ramrods and sent to
concentration camps, while the more malicious ones were
physically destroyed. Due to the saving of ammunition, they
were strangled, so-called. fetter (a loop made of rope). A
peasant who refused to fulfill a horse-drawn or any other
obligation was punished with 25 ramrod blows. There is not a
single village in the Goshchansky district where there were
no ramrods. In each village, 15-20 people were subjected to
ramrod punishment.

A resident of the village of Chudnitsa, Goshchansky
district, Maxim Shelodko, was sentenced to 115 blows with
ramrods for failure to fulfill a number of obligations. This old
man ran away from the village. When she met me, Shelodko
began to tell me: “Where can I find power and ask that 115
ramrod blows be distributed to my family, let them give a
little to my wife, daughter, son, well, I’'m 50, but I can’t stand
them all.””®

“1,300 UPA nationalists (Banderites) were
transferred to the rear of the Red Army to carry
out sabotage activities” - from the NKVD report,
November 15, 1943,

On April 7, 1944, in the Ternopil region, a gang
of Banderites was neutralized, led by two
German officers specially sent to the Soviet rear.

MYTHS AND FACTS

Researcher V. Polishchuk publishes documents in which
the agreement between the Germans and the OUN-UPA is
written in code. In the archives of Ukraine there is a lot of
evidence of close cooperation between Ukrainian nationalists
and Hitler’s troops19. Moreover, OUN-UPA units and OUN
(b) militants at the end of 1943 intensified contacts with
Wehrmacht units.

The algorithm of the relationship was as follows: German
weapons were exchanged for Bandera intelligence data.
However, when the UPA detachments were in the rear of the
German forces, the Germans supplied military equipment in
limited quantities. As soon as UPA fighters appeared in the
Soviet rear, the Nazi command provided weapons without
any exchange and on a large scale. Supply of Bandera's
supporters by air was also organized. Assessing the actions of
the OUN-UPA, researchers note: “The UPA, which
numbered a maximum of 40,000 “warriors,” was unable to
fight against the German Wehrmacht. Its enemies were Soviet
partisans and the Polish population. There was competition in
establishing control over rural areas. Against this background,
there were clashes between the UPA and the German
administration - the gendarmerie, the German police; There
were cases of UPA attacks on German-administered estates
and warehouses of goods in order to obtain the necessary
goods and products. The UPA did not start battles with the
Wehrmacht, did not carry out any acts of sabotage or
subversion against it. This is confirmed even by the
description of Bandera’s OUN published in the West. The

OUN propaganda statements about the simultaneous struggle
of the UPA on two fronts - against the Germans and against
the Bolsheviks - are illogical. These two powerful forces
fought among themselves, that is, by defeating one force, the
UPA would objectively help the other force. The main “front”
of the OUN-UPA struggle was “elimination,” that is, mass
murder of the Polish civilian population, including old
people, women, children, infants, for which the OUN-UPA is
responsible to the Polish and Ukrainian peoples.”? Professor
A.S. Tchaikovsky cited the following facts: “There were
isolated attacks [by the UPA], mainly with the aim of
intercepting German provisions. Well, they will accidentally
kill someone, but no more. In response to recent requests in
Germany, no official data on Nazi losses in battles with the
UPA were provided?.

Another example: memorandum dated July 22, 1944,

presented by Soviet special forces to N.S. Khrushchev (at that
time he held the position of Member of the Military Council
of the 1st Ukrainian Front): “Ukrainian nationalists did not
derail a single German train, did not kill a single German, not
counting the cases of extermination of individual
policemen”?,

“However in the destruction of the peasants, Bandera’s
followers succeeded. The count was in the tens of thousands.
They continued this practice after the war. Even the Security
Service of Ukraine (SBU) indicated in its official certificate
that in 1944-1953. OUN-UPA members committed 4,907
terrorist acts, more than a thousand attacks and arson on
collective farms, state farms, village councils, clubs, etc.,”-
points out Professor A.S. Tchaikovsky.

At the same time, A.S. Tchaikovsky disputes SBU data
that says only 22,430 civilians died at the hands of the UPA.

February 29, 1944 during a trip to the troops

In a skirmish with Bandera's supporters, the
commander of the 1st Ukrainian Front, Army
General Nikolai Fedorovich Vatutin, was
seriously wounded in the leg. Despite the efforts
of doctors, he died in a Kiev hospital on April 15.
Hero of the Soviet Union (1965).

On March 9, 1944, in the Lviv region, the
famous Soviet intelligence officer Nikolai
Kuznetsov died in a battle with a Bandera
gang.

Bandera 1944-1950s

DATA

In December 1944, when the “Third Reich” was on the
verge of collapse, the Germans decided to release Bandera
from arrest, where he was kept in privileged conditions and
had contact with his supporters outside. He received a dacha
near Berlin, which was under the supervision of the 4-D
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department of the Gestapo. From then on he worked under
the instructions of Obersturmbannfiihrer Wolf. But first he
was invited to a conversation by Reichsfuhrer SS Himmler
himself, who said: “The need for your forced stay under
imaginary arrest (emphasis added by us — Ed.), caused by the
circumstances, time and interests of the case, has
disappeared.” The leader of the OUN took part in a buffet
dinner that the Gestapo organized in his honor.

At the beginning of 1945, Bandera continued to supervise
the sabotage work carried out in the rear of the Red Army by
Ukrainian nationalists under the supervision of their masters
from German intelligence. He personally instructed the agents
and passed on orders to intensify subversive work in the rear
of the Red Army and establish regular radio communications
with  Abwehrkommando-202. One of the five sabotage
schools at the disposal of this Abwehrkommando, Moltke,
trained saboteurs exclusively from among Ukrainian
nationalists until April 1945. In addition,
Abwehrotdetachment 206, which was part of the mentioned
Abwehrkommando, had direct contact across the front line
with UPA detachments in the Carpathian Mountains. The
Germans obtained agents from these detachments, trained
them in their short-term courses, and then used them to
commit acts of sabotage in the rear of the Red Army.

When Germany capitulated, Bandera did not sink into

oblivion. In the end, he was in demand by US intelligence at
the beginning of the Cold War against the USSR, and found
himself under American wing in the western zone of
occupation of Germany.
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CHRONICLE

On March 5, 1950, Shukhevych, the leader of
Bandera’s OUN-UPA, Nazi collaborator, and
enemy of the Ukrainian people, was liquidated.
On October 15, 1959, in Munich, the traitor and
executioner of the Ukrainian people, Bandera,
was eliminated with a shot from a syringe pistol
containing poison.

The end of Judas

FACTS

Since the second half of the 1940s, Bandera has been
actively collaborating with American and British intelligence
services. By the early 1950s, he settled in Munich and led an
almost legal existence.

October 15, 1959 Stepan Bandera got ready to go home for
lunch. Before this, he stopped at the market, accompanied by
his secretary, where he made some purchases, and then went
home alone. Bodyguards joined him near the house. Bandera
left his car in the garage, opened the door with the key in the
entrance of house No. 7 on Kreittmanstrasse, where he lived
with his family, and went inside. Here, USSR KGB agent
Bogdan Stashinsky was waiting for him. He shot poison from
a syringe pistol into Bandera's face. He fell onto the steps
under the influence of cyanide. When the residents of the
house looked out of the entrance, they found a man with a
face covered in blood, recognizing him as their neighbor
named Stefan Popel. The police established that the real name
of the corpse was Stepan Bandera.
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October 15, 1959 in Munich was a simple execution of the
verdict of the Supreme Court of the USSR, which was
issued in absentia back in 1949. Then Bandera was

recognized as a state criminal and sentenced to death.

Victims of banderites. DATA

The victims of the Ukrainian nationalists' terror can be
counted with greater accuracy based on data from the
MGB/MVD of 1945-1953, when the UPA structures on the
territory of the USSR were already virtually destroyed, and
the state security agencies and internal troops of the USSR
finished off the non-humans who continued to commit
murders of civilians, Soviet workers and military personnel.
The hands of the OUN men were up to their elbows in blood;
they had nothing to lose, so the fight against them was fierce,
with heavy losses on both sides.

The archives of Russia constantly publish new data about
the massacres of Bandera’s followers during the war. People
must remember what the Nazis and their accomplices did on
our land. But there is another goal - such crimes do not have
a statute of limitations, and retribution for them must be made
legal and personal, even if the person who committed the
atrocities has died long ago. We need to know who, when and
how abused people, feeling like an unpunished representative
of a superior nation.

FSB archival documents

In April 2022, the Russian FSB Archive published a
selection of documents relating to the victims of Bandera in
the occupied Oryol region:
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- From a memorandum by the head of the military
counterintelligence department “SMERSH” of the 11th
Guards Army of the Guard, Colonel Nikolai Mitrofanov, sent
in 1943 to the head of the “SMERSH” department of the
Western Front, Lieutenant General Pavel Zelenin:

“The old women are accused of preparing crackers for the
partisans, and the old women know, but do not betray the
partisans. Children are guilty of being children. People’s
hands were tied, they led them to a pit and they shot
them...” “The most severely punished were those residents of
the surrounding villages who could not work. At the same
time, the punishers did not consider old age or state of health
to be valid reasons.”

“Witness to Bandera atrocities Trofim Frolov: saw the
execution of 26 villagers accused by the punitive forces of
having connections with partisans: “The men behaved calmly,
freely put their hands back, the punishers tied them up. There
was not enough towline for everyone, and the 60-year-old old
men Kataev and Ilyin set off on their last journey with their
hands free. The grave was no more than 200 meters away...
At the edge of the grave they bowed low to the people. The
people were crying." Frolov also added that Bandera’s men
spared neither women nor children, burying them in the same
pit. According to his testimony, one of the infants was still
alive and occasionally cried out, but the punishers covered
him with earth along with the others.”?*

The described massacres refer to the punitive detachment
“Ukrainian Company”, formed by the commander of the
134th  Wehrmacht Infantry Division, General Hans
Schlemmer, to fight partisans in the occupied territory.
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According to historical data, more than 421 thousand
residents were Killed on the territory of the Oryol region
during the war.

Archival documents of the Russian Ministry of
Defense

The Russian Ministry of Defense, as part of the project
“Archives Remember Everything...”, also continues to
publish historical evidence of crimes and massacres of
Ukrainian nationalists. During the liberation of the Ukrainian
SSR, the Red Army was opposed not only by Hitler’s troops,
but also by numerous bands of Ukrainian nationalists. The
latter chose terror as their method of struggle, which was also
aimed at civilians.

One of the killed Bandera members was found with a
program of actions of nationalist gangs:

“In connection with the situation in the West, the primary
tasks of each member of the UPA are to arm themselves,
strengthen terror against the Soviet Union, and destroy all
Russians and Ukrainians, regardless of whether they are sent or
local, but are actively helping the Soviet government.”

From the report of the Political Directorate of the 1st
Ukrainian Front dated February 5, 1944: “The nationalists
carried out mass extermination of the Polish and Jewish
population, as well as Ukrainians who did not sympathize
with the nationalists. The arrested Bandera member Vasyuk
Ivan Nikolaevich testified that the detachment he was in
carried out an attack on the Polish villages of Stariki,
Vyazevka, Ugly, etc., in which they killed about 1,500
inhabitants.”
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A memorandum from a member of the Military Council of
the 1st Ukrainian Front to the head of the Main
Administration of the Red Army on the progress of the
liquidation of Ukrainian nationalist gangs says: “A group of
Banderites, Lieutenant Comrade Martynyuk, senior sergeant
Comrade Sidorov and Red Army soldiers Comrade Comrade.
Chernomorets and Askerov were brutally killed and buried
on the side of the road in the battle area. The corpses of the
dead were cut up, eyes gouged out, tongues, noses and ears
cut off. Lieutenant Comrade Martynyuk’s stomach was cut
open and his hands were cut off. Art. Sergeant Sidorov and
one Red Army soldier were half burned"?.

According to declassified materials, the massacres of
civilians in Millerovo were carried out by soldiers of the 6th
Army of the Wehrmacht, Field Marshal Paulus, who served
in the secret field police group GFP-721. Members of GFP-
721 and their accomplices killed Soviet citizens in the
Donbass, Rostov, Kharkov and Chernigov regions, as well as
Moldova. The traitors who helped the Nazis Kill citizens in
the southwest of the USSR became known. During the war,
the USSR State Security Committee office for the Rostov
region introduced a front-line agent into this punitive group.
According to his reports, almost 20 people acted in the
formation, but more active than the rest were certain Leonid
Lurga and Arkady Sidorenko, both natives of the Ukrainian
city of Romny.

Lurga, while serving in GFP-721, took part in torture and
executions. After the war, he was found in the
Yuzhkuzbasslag of the USSR Ministry of Internal Affairs,
where he was serving a sentence for forgery of documents
under the name Orekhov. According to the agent’s story,
Lurga and Sidorenko “together were the bloodiest
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executioners, killing more than 450 people.” Sidorenko is
designated by him as “the biggest beast among the traitors”;
he is responsible for more than 500 killed and tortured Soviet
citizens. In particular, according to him, Sidorenko, Lurga, as
well as other employees of GFP-721, certain Shestopalov and
Feoktistov, told how they threw arrested Soviet citizens alive
into the mine shaft in the cities of Kamensk, Novoshakhtinsk
and others. According to the agent’s recollections,
Shestopalov and Feoktistov separately accounted for over
200 tortured people?.

CHRONICLE

On August 10, 1944, a Chekist-military operation
began to clear the Lviv region of Bandera’s men.
By October 10, “Bandera hunters” had
eliminated 11 large gangs.

Official figures of Ukrainian nationalists’ victims
FACTS

Official data from the MGB-MVD: for 1945-1953. On the
territory of the western regions of Ukraine, bandits
committed 14,424 acts of sabotage and terrorism. Over 10
years (1945-1955), they killed 17 thousand Soviet citizens.
In 1948-1955 - 231 collective farm chairmen, 436 workers of
district party committees, employees of district organizations
and activists, 50 priests. In total, bandits from the UPA killed
from 30 to 40 thousand people?.

Today, using all research methods, incl. research in

archival funds, exploratory excavations, demographic
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calculations, etc., we can state that the victims of the Nazis
and their Ukrainian collaborators number in the millions.

Firstly, even according to the data of the Archive of the
Security Service of Ukraine, published in the 2000s, the
number of women, children, old people, civilians of various
professions Kkilled by Bandera in 1944-1953 is 30,676
people!® However, these data do not take into account the
time from 1941 to 1944, when the Ukrainian SSR was under
occupation, and records of Killed (cut, shot, stabbed,
strangled, burned) Russians, Poles, Ukrainians, and Jews
were not actually kept.

At least 400 thousand are the victims of Ukrainian
nationalists. Plus, to these terrible figures it is necessary to
add from 100 to 150 thousand Poles brutally killed by the
OUN in Volhyn and Galicia.

In conclusion, we will give examples of the terrible ways
in which Bandera and UPA militants killed their own fellow
citizens. To be honest, not everyone will read this to the end.
But we must know this, firstly, in order to remember, and,
secondly, so that we never allow this to happen in any part of
the world again.

When the NKVD investigative teams looked into the
crimes of Bandera’s followers in the second half of the
1940s, they compiled a list of the 135 most frequently used
torture and brutal methods of murder by OUN-UPA militants
against the civilian population (only a small part of this
terrible evidence is published here):

- Driving a large and thick nail into the skull of the

head.

- Ripping off hair and skin from the head (scalping).

- Hitting the skull of the head with the butt of an ax.

- Carving of an “eagle” on the forehead.
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- Driving a bayonet into the temple of the head.

- Gouging out eyes.

- Nose cutting.

- Ear cropping.

- Piercing children through with wooden stakes.

- Punching a sharpened thick wire right through
from ear to ear.

- Lip cutting.

- Tongue cutting.

- Cutting the throat and pulling out through the
opening of the tongue.

- Cutting open the abdomen and pulling out the
intestines of adults.

- Cutting open the abdomen of a woman with an
advanced pregnancy and inserting, for example, a live
cat instead of the removed fetus and suturing the
abdomen.

- Cutting open the abdomen and pouring boiling
water inside.

- Cutting open the abdomen and putting stones inside
it, and then throwing it into the river.

- Cutting open pregnant women's abdomen and
pouring broken glass inside.

- Pulling out veins from the groin to the feet.

- Placing a hot iron in the groin - vagina. - Inserting
pine cones into the vagina with the top side facing
forward.

- Inserting a pointed stake into the vagina and
pushing it all the way down to the throat.

- Cutting the front of a woman's torso with a garden
knife from the vagina to the neck and leaving the
insides outside. (...)

Once again in Ukraine, slogans are being heard at the
top of their voices: “Muscovites to Gilyaks,” “Kkill
Russians,” “death to Muscovites”! Why are such people
now in power in Kiev? Why do they demand weapons
from the West to kill us and our children? Why do
fighters of the DPR, LPR, and Russian military personnel
once again find traces of mass crimes of nationalist
Ukrainian formations like “Azov”, which not only Kill
civilians and prisoners of war, but disfigure their corpses,
carve swastikas on their bodies, chop off limbs of people
who are still alive, etc.?

“Wolfsangel” (translation:
"Wolf's Hook")

“Wolf’s Hook” was included in
the list of “symbols of hatred” - the
official sign of the “Azov” battalion.

Let us remember that the Social
National Party of Ukraine used to
have the same logo, which today is better known as the
“Svoboda” association, famous for its Russophobia and
anti-Semitism.

In fact, this is a mirror image of the symbol of the SS
division “Das Reich” - the so-called “Wolfsangel” or
“Wolf’s Hook”. This symbol is used only in far-right
organizations in Ukraine that are associated
with “Azov” or its
“Civil Corps”.

"Wolf’s Hook' - the official emblem of the ""Azov"
regiment - was originally used in German heraldry. Hitler
placed the rune on the emblems of five units at once (SS
Division ""Reich™, 4th SS Police Division, etc.).

Nowadays nationalists from different countries love
“Wolfsangel”. It was used by American racists from the
“Aryan Nations” organization.

The symbol of the division created in
1943 by the Nazis, formed from residents
of Western Ukraine, is a golden lion on a
blue background.

It is considered as a symbol of the far right. It is
quite common in Ukraine and is used to demonstrate
nationalist far-right views.

Large “artistic” tattoos with the face
of Adolf Hitler are already modern
“creativity”.

ANNEX 2
THE EMERGENCE OF BANDERISM
The roots of betrayal

The history of betrayal of their own people by some
Ukrainians goes back more than one century. It began
when the name “Ukraine” and the definition of
“Ukrainian” did not exist, but there were lands of Little
Rus’ (Malorussia), Zaporozhye Cossacks, Hetmanate,
Slobozhanshchyna. The name “Ukrainian” according to
Vladimir Dahl’s “Explanatory Dictionary” means:
“Extreme, on the edge of something; distant, border,
border, which is at the extreme limits of the state. In ancient
times, Siberian cities were called Ukrainian... Nowadays,
concludes V.I. Dahl, “Little Rus’ is called Ukraine”®. The
term “Ukrainian lands” was gradually assigned to the
territories of the Chernihiv, Poltava and Kiev regions
during the Polish-Russian war of the 17th century. Then
the left bank of the Dnieper, together with the region of
the Zaporozhye army, became part of the Russian state as
part of the once divided, but united people. From Ancient
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Rus’, after the invasion of Batu in the 13th century, the
western and southwestern Russian lands were broken off,
pocketed first by Lithuania (which, however, was then
called nothing more than the Grand Duchy of Lithuania
and Russia), and then by the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth.

After a series of Cossack uprisings against the Polish
yoke, hetman Bogdan Khmelnitsky’s tearful appeals to
the Russian Tsar, Russia came to the defense of Little
Rus’. The Zemsky Sobor in Moscow (1653) and the
Pereyaslav Rada near Kiev (1654) formalized the union,
which “was voluntary, and its initiative came from the
Ukrainian side,” writes modern UKrainian historian,
academician P.P. Tolochko®. Russia and the Russian
people who lived in the Zaporozhye Sich and on the left
bank of the Dnieper, having lost tens of thousands killed
and maimed, nevertheless defeated Poland. But even then,
among the Cossacks, every now and then hetmans like
Bryukhovetsky and Vygovsky arose, who, for the sake of
power, money and vanity, betrayed the national cause and
called the troops of the Crimean Khan to their land,
swore allegiance to Turkey, bowed to the Poles.

The term “Little Russia” or “Little Rus’” is not a
derogatory name; the word “small” goes back to the
concept of “primordial”, “core”. Like “Great Russia”, it
appears in Byzantine documents at the turn of the 13th —
14th centuries. and then gains a foothold in Europe. The
last Galician prince Boleslav-Yuri himself called himself
“Duke of Little Rus’” in documents.

During the Northern War with Sweden 1700-1721. The
population of Little Russia did not have a choice of whom
to go with and what to fight for: the Great Russians and
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Little Russians were building a single state. But a traitor
appeared - sophisticated and “serial”. It’s about Hetman
Mazepa.

Ivan Mazepa came from a small nobility. During the
years of the uprising of Bohdan Khmelnitsky, he served at
the court of the Polish king. Then he ended up at the beck
and call of Hetman of Right Bank Ukraine Doroshenko.
Having been captured by pro-Russian Cossacks, he
immediately betrayed his former master, going over to
Hetman Samoilovich. But, not for long — soon he wrote a
denunciation against him and took his place. He bowed to
Princess Sophia, but despite her request for support, he
went over to the side of Peter I. During the Northern War,
he established secret contacts with Charles XII. He
promised him provisions and massive support from the
Cossacks. In reality, only about 2 thousand Cossacks went
over to the enemy. After the defeat of the Swedes near
Poltava in 1709, Mazepa fled with Charles XII to Turkish
possessions, where he perished. Anathematized by the
Russian Orthodox Church. Peter | regretted that he did
not have time to present Mazepa with the 5-kilogram
silver Order of Judas, specially made for him. It depicted
Judas Iscariot hanging himself on an aspen tree, 30 pieces
of silver were minted below and the inscription: “The son
of the perilous Judas is cursed if he chokes for the love of
money.” Historian N.l. Kostomarov wrote about him:
“The most accurate definition of this personality would be
to say that it was a lie incarnate.”

But Mazepa is revered as a hero of modern Ukraine,
his portrait is on banknotes and postage stamps. In 2009,
even the “Ivan Mazepa Cross” was established - an
insignia of the President of Ukraine, awarded for “the
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revival of the national heritage, merits in state and
educational activities.” But what can such an
“enlightenment” teach? Only the art of betrayal...

From betrayal to hatred

Evil begets evil. The Mazepa case did not disappear; its
reincarnation took place, now in the Austro-Hungarian
Empire. The Austrian intelligence services have
discovered new traitors since the end of the 19th century.
They taught hatred not only towards the Russian Empire,
but also towards everyone who considered themselves
part of the Russian world - be it in Little Rus’,
Podkarpattya, Novorossiya, Kharkov, Kiev or Poltava.

After the three so-called “partitions of Poland” under
Catherine 11, the previously lost part of Ancient Russia
joined the Russian Empire, by the will of fate, Russian
weapons and the chaos that was happening in the Polish-
Lithuanian Commonwealth (by the way, Catherine did
not take an inch of someone else’s heritage then). But the
west of Ukraine (Galicia) went to Austria-Hungary. There
was an overwhelming influence of the Polish gentry, who
considered Russians and Little Russians to be second-
class people, and their lands as their natural colonies.

At the same time, the Austrian counterintelligence
seemed to exercise only external domination - to judge,
execute, eliminate the native language in the Russian
lands, which was beneficial to Vienna, the Polish priests,
and the Pope. The Polish gentry was assigned the role of
the advanced link in “Polishing”, the so-called “Eastern
Borderlands” (Polish: Kresy) - after all, these were alien
“uncivilized” territories by Western standards with a
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large percentage of the Orthodox population. They had to
be won either into the fold of the Roman Church, or at
least made into Uniates. In fact, on the western borders of
the Russian Empire, “Ukraine-anti-Russia” was formed
with its center in the Austrian Lemberg (Lviv). It was
there where the cadres of petty and cunning Uniates,
public figures - the future leaders of the Central Rada and
the Ukrainian nationalist government - were trained.
Ukrainian nationalism is largely of Austro-Hungarian
origin.

Meanwhile, throughout the second half of the 19th -
early 20th centuries. Russians, Little Russians, Tatars,
Jews, Germans, countless other nationalities of the
Russian Empire were building a new imperial project -
Novorossiya. United by one goal, strong, motivated,
unpretentious, speaking the language of “interethnic
communication” - that is, Russian - they built blast
furnaces, mined coal, iron ore, sowed and harvested
grain. After one or two generations, they became Russians
- both in faith, in language, and in spirit (although they
could continue to be considered Little Russians, Tatars,
Germans, etc.). This imperial project, which became a
fact thanks to the Russian-Turkish wars of Catherine 11 in
the 18th century, radically changed not only the life of the
South of Russia, but also the entire economic policy of the
Russian Empire, leading it to new frontiers of
industrialization. Some compare it with the development
of the “Wild West” in the USA in the 19th century.
However, white Americans drove the Indians from their
native land. Here, in Russia, on the contrary, there was
the development of desert spaces, which for centuries
served as a passageway for the Crimean Khan during the
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attack on Rus’. These spaces were also called the “Wild
Field”.

Moreover, the Russian conquest of Crimea was quite
peaceful. On May 4, 1783, Potemkin wrote in an order to
General De Balmain: “It is the will of Her Imperial
Majesty that all troops stationed in the Crimean Peninsula
treat the residents in a friendly manner, without causing
any offense.” Russians, Little Russians, and Belarusians
came to replace those Tatars who moved to Turkey. From
that moment on, a new economic prosperity of Crimea
began. Almost like in ancient times! Novorossiya
strengthened and expanded, intertwining itself with the
overall imperial project.

The Western powers looked at all these successes with
greed and selfishness. Austria-Hungary, a patchwork
monarchy, was “biting its elbows” and was impatient to
grab something from the vast Russian Empire. And if the
Polish “liberation” movement, financed from Vienna,
Paris, London, could (tactically) help here, then why not
use it to fulfill the main goal - to weaken Russia, taking
over the rich lands of the western part of the Russian state
(well, and for the Poles, we’ll figure out what they get
later).

The slogans “Ukraine is not Russia”, printed and oral
calls from individual politicians and public figures to treat
Russians as “Muscovites”, “inferior”, “barbarians”, were
stamped on the Austrian General Staff, found blessings in
Berlin, among Russophobes in Poland and Uniates in
Western Ukraine. Hatred was cultivated and a dividing
line was built between two parts of a single people. Such
Russophobic propaganda had one goal, but the most
important one was to try to tear away part of the lands
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from the Russian Empire, weaken it, and thereby bring
confusion to the unity of the peoples of our country on the
eve of the world battle. The Ukraine project played an
important role here.

On the eve of 1914, such attacks on the unity of the
Russian Empire peoples especially intensified. The fact is
that in 1815, as a result of the war with Napoleon, the
territories of Poland (the Kingdom of Poland) became
part of Russia. To be honest, it would be better not to
enter... As a tool in the struggle for the restoration of
Polish independence, the local nobility initiated the
“Ukrainophile movement.” Polish authors constructed a
pseudo-historical theory about the non-Slavic origin of the
“Muscovites” (F. Duchinsky), about the “theft by the
Muscovites” of the name Rus-Russia from the Western
Slavs. Therefore, “true” Ukrainians (who could only live
in Western Ukraine) should hate and despise the Moscow

“upstarts”.
In the second half of the 19th century. In Austrian
Galicia (center - Lemberg-Lviv), technologies for

inventing “anti-Moscow Rus’” were first tested. The key
ideas were blaming Moscow and Russia for all the
troubles, demands to eliminate “Muscovites” and the
“Muscovite language” from government bodies and
public life. Ukrainophilism received a “scientific basis”
thanks to, among other things, M.S. Grushevsky
(professor at Lviv University in 1894-1914) and others
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like him, who created the multi-volume “History of
Ukraine-Rus”. In it, the history of the “Ukrainian people”
and “Ukrainian statehood” was considered for the first
time in isolation from the history of Russia®.

World War, Revolution and Xenophobia

In the First World War, at the instigation of the
Austrian General Staff, the so-called “Sich Riflemen” -
local Ukrainians armed at the expense of Austria-
Hungary - fought on the side of Russia’s enemies. At the
same time, propaganda was intensified among them that
they were the “true Russians”, and the “Muscovites” were
a cross between Turks and Finns, the eternal enemies of
the “mother of the Russian land - Kiev”. These
speculations formed the basis for the further development
of Ukrainian nationalism, which ultimately resulted in
Banderaism.

he February Revolution of 1917 broke out. Ukrainian
nationalists, raised with foreign money, the first thing
they did was hang a monument to Russian Prime Minister
P.A. on the Maidan on an improvised gallows. Stolypin
(killed in Kiev in 1911). The Central Rada’s slogans about
“independence” autonomy went in parallel with the
Bolsheviks’ demand for the liquidation of historical
Russia and the right of peoples to self-determination.
After October 1917, this led to the formation of quasi-
states: Ukrainian and Western Ukrainian People’s
Republics, the German-controlled “power” of Hetman
Skoropadsky, the Petliura directory, which had neither
functional governments nor significant military force.
Ukraine has turned into a testing ground for radical
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ideologies, instilling hatred and xenophobia. At the same
time, the Novorossiysk provinces, Crimea, Donbass,
Kharkov, which never saw themselves even in a dream as
part of Ukraine, tried to resist. During the Civil War,
there were the Donetsk-Krivoy Rog and Odessa Soviet
republics, the “Huliaipole region” of Father Makhno, and
etc.

The victory of the Bolsheviks led to the creation of the
Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic. The term “Ukraine”
and “Ukrainians” became established in the republic,
which became one of the founders of the USSR. On the
other hand, in Western Ukraine, which became part of
this country after the Polish aggression of 1919-1921,
ultranationalist forces began to emerge and strengthen.
They were ready to kill anyone and everyone they
considered enemies of the Ukrainian nation...

So, paradoxically, at the turn of the 19th — 20th
centuries political Ukrainophilism unexpectedly received
a powerful ally in the person of Russian revolutionaries.
The Bolsheviks used any national separatism on the
outskirts of the empire as a bomb against the monarchy.
And that means that there was a bomb against single
Russian world, which included three fraternal peoples.

The emergence of banderism

Let us name the names of the murderers who betrayed
their people, their past, and called their future into
qguestion. Their driving forces were hatred, greed and
betrayal. We will talk primarily about the leader of the
Organization of Ukrainian Nationalists — Stepan Bandera
and his accomplices.
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The civil war in Ukraine, like foam from a wave,
carried to the heights of the short-lived power Hetman
Skoropadsky, Petlyura, Batko Makhno, etc. Skoropadsky
sold himself to the Germans and fled with them at the end
of 1918. Petlyura gave Western Ukraine to the Poles
(“here you go™!) for assistance in the fight against the Red
Army. He carried out genocide of the Jewish population,
and after emigrating to France he was killed by the Jew
Schwartzburd. Moreover, the Paris jury acquitted
Schwartzburd, since his entire family of 15 people was
slaughtered by the Petlyurists.

Bandera surpassed his predecessors, leaving behind not
just the memory of the executioner, but Satan in human
form. Therefore, Mazepa, Petlyura and others like them
for modern Ukronazis are, as it were, half heroes, but
Bandera is a full holder of all orders and medals (on our
own, however, we would add that the main for him would
be the Order of Judas).

He was born in Galicia, in the town of Stryi - at that
time Austria-Hungary. Father is a Greek Catholic priest.
By the way, he had a large library. During the Civil War,
the front passed through their area several times. But it
would be naive to believe that only the war and its
violence influenced Stepan’s worldview. As a teenager, he
was going to behave towards his enemies like an
executioner in a torture chamber, and even tried to
experience some painful sensations on himself. The
psychiatrist will tell us - this is schizophrenia or
masochism. And young Stepan needed this for further
struggle... With whom? While this was not precisely
defined for him, he already hated Jews, Muscovites, and
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Poles fiercely, believing that they were the root of all the
evils of the Ukrainian people.

He needed power, or rather absolute domination over
others - such a little Napoleon complex. And he
persistently walked towards it - fortunately there were a
lot of examples then. There were “Sich Riflemen”,
dissatisfied with their position in the newly formed Polish
state, there was the already rising Hitler, the Italian
“Duce”, Ataman von Ungern of the Far East, left or right
radicals. Everyone aspired to be a leader, and everyone,
with varying degrees of depravity, spoke about a nation
or nations.

When Hitler made his first steps to power, then
Bandera realized his “chosenness.” The first step into the
“Fiihrer”. He finds ideology in the works of the founder of
“Ukrainian integral nationalism” D.I. Dontsov. Just
compare what Dontsov wrote in the 1900s with what
Hitler, Himmler, and Goebbels then said and did. So,
Dontsov wrote: “There must be constant wars between
nations: the desire for life and power turns into a desire for
war... The desire for war between nations is eternal. War is
eternal... Be aggressors and invaders before you can
become rulers and possessors... The thirst for the greatness
of your country is equivalent to the thirst for the decline of
your neighbors... Only those who have completely died out
the sense of patriotism renounce the expansion of their
country... For mastery is, first of all, thirst conquest™.

Himmler's speech on October 4, 1943.

“Only one principle should certainly exist for a member
of the SS: we must be honest, decent, loyal towards
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representatives of our own race and towards no one else. |
am not in the least interested in the fate of a Russian or a
Czech. We will take from other nations the blood of our type
that they can give us. If the need arises, we will take their
children away from them and raise them in our midst.
Whether other peoples live in contentment or whether they
are dying of hunger interests me only insofar as we need
them as slaves for our culture; in any other sense it doesn't
interest me. If ten thousand Russian women fall from
exhaustion while digging anti-tank ditches, then this will
interest me only to the extent that this anti-tank ditch will be
ready for Germany.”

Already from the fourth grade of the gymnasium,
Stepan earned money to buy nationalist books and was a
member of “Plast”, an organization of Ukrainian scouts.
The Polish authorities in Western Ukraine turned a blind
eye to youth paramilitary organizations, truly digging
their own grave. Bandera joined an underground
organization of schoolchildren, which was closely
connected with the Ukrainian Military Organization
(UVO). In 1927, having successfully passed the
matriculation exams, Bandera moved to the “Chervona
Kalina” Senior Plastuns’ Kuren. Then he worked at the
“Prosvita” reading room, where he led a theater group
and choir, founded the sports association “Lug”, and
participated in the underground organization of a
cooperative. At the same time, he carried out
organizational and educational work through the
underground educational institution in neighboring
villages.
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Inside Bandera's head

As mentioned above, Bandera drew “inspiration” from
the “works” of D. Dontsov. According to Doctor of
Philosophy, Professor G.S. Tkachenko “Dontsov in his
works... created the image of a “real fighter for the
independence of Ukraine” and substantiated the
fundamental principle of Ukrainian nationalism, called
the “providnitsky” (Ukranian: «mpoBimHmukum») or
“Fiihrer-principle.” Russian historian 0O.S. Smyslov
writes that “in accordance with this principle, an
independent Ukrainian state can only be created by a
select minority of the nation and its leaders endowed with
the following traits:

- boundless devotion to the national idea;

- hatred of other peoples;

- self-confidence;

- awareness of one’s greatness to the bulk of the nation
and the ability to subjugate the majority of the nation and
lead it along with oneself'".

Considering the people to be a gray mass, Dontsov
disparagingly called them “buckwheat sowers”, in need of
strict leadership and a whip. He convinced nationalists of
the need to “defeat our own society. Ride him like a wild
horse. With rod and spurs.” In Ukraine there must be an
apparatus of power consisting of the “best people” headed
by a leader who will combine the functions of the leader
of the movement and the head of state.

Later, these guidelines formed the basis of the first
(1929) and second (1939) OUN programs. The emergency
meeting of the OUN (April 1941), guided by the ideas of
Dontsov, wrote in the program documents: in Ukraine



there are “hostile national minorities” - Russians, Poles

and Jews®.

Or here are some other ideas that guided Bandera’s
followers (sometimes you wonder who copied from whom

— Ukrainian nationalists from Hitler or vice versa?)

A major figure in the ideology of Ukrainian
nationalism was M. Stsiborskyi®. His tenets:

— Fascism is, first of all, nationalism, love for one’s
homeland and patriotism of feelings brought to the point
of self-denial and the cult of sacrificial fanaticism. The
source of its origin is the national instinct, national spirit
and national consciousness;

— Fascism is a “theoretical standard” and “a driving
force that raises a nation to the highest historical level”;

— Fascism built its philosophy on the recognition of
spirit, will and ideas (spiritualism, voluntarism, idealism)
as decisive factors in historical development.”

M. Stsiborskyi considered interethnic marriages and
“mixing of peoples and races” unacceptable.

Similar racist postulates were put forward by other
theorists of Ukrainian nationalism - M. Mikhnovsky, who
postulated: “Ukraine for Ukrainians,” “Help your fellow
countryman before others,” “Do not take a wife from a
stranger, otherwise your children will be strangers.”
Addressing the workers, he called on them “to completely
expel the foreigners from Ukraine”=,

Racism and misanthropy of the ideologists of
Ukrainian nationalism formed the basis for the
development of instructions, directives and programs of
the OUN. These documents and all the practical activities
of the OUN were aimed at forming the “Order of

57



Crusader Knights” glorified by Dontsov and his
associates, instilling soulless fanaticism in the OUN
militants, turning them into blind executors of the will of
their leader.

Decalogue - ten commandments of Ukrainian
nationalists. It was compiled by the prominent OUN
ideologist S. Lenkovsky (1904-1977) and called for the
renunciation of one’s own “I” and for complete
submission to the nationalist leaders. As historian O.S.
Smyslov notes, the decalogue reveals hatred and a thirst
for revenge in order to “achieve” an increase in the
mountain of enemy corpses,” not paying attention to the
reaction of the world community. In the “Explanations to
the Decalogue” it is written: “The work we undertake
sanctifies the means. Everything that is done for the cause
is good, holy... Nationalist morality is the morality of the
conqueror”?,

Even before the start of the Great Patriotic War, one of
the main theoreticians of the OUN N.F. Kolodzinsky
wrote the so-called "Ukrainian military doctrine.” It
declared: “We want not only to possess Ukrainian cities,
but also to trample enemy lands, capture enemy capitals,
and salute the Ukrainian Empire on their ruins... We
want to win a war - great and cruel. Which will make us
masters of Eastern Europe”®.

MinifUhrer

Discipline and subordination to elders in the hierarchy

were instilled in young nationalists in the children’s scout
organization “Plast”. Almost the entire young generation
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of the then Western Ukraine attended this school. Future
Ukronazis were brainwashed in full - they were actually
brainwashed already in the 1920s and 30s, as they were
later in the 1990s and 2000s. At “Plast” they taught spy
skills, gave them underground nicknames, taught deep
nationalism, etc. “Plast” was an integral part of E.
Konovalets’s plan® to raise a generation of fighters.

Bandera was trained in an underground higher
education institution, first in the intelligence department
and then in the propaganda department. He learned not
only how to shoot a revolver, but also the techniques of a
“herald-leader.” Although Bandera suffered from
rheumatism, was sick, frail, but had extraordinary
leadership ambitions - a kind of Minifuhrer. Pan
Bandera's height at the peak of his physical development
and political career was only 159 cm.

Bandera literally rode the propaganda of radical
nationalism. With her help, this stunted man subjugated
ordinary OUN members. He knew that he was sending
people to their deaths, but he was sure that they would
not disobey, since he had special techniques of suggestion.

Bandera was worried about the question: would his
comrades betray their organization when captured by the
Polish police? One of the Ukrainian authors of his
biography (and at the same time an admirer) G.L.
Gordasevich wrote that one day Stepan’s sister, entering
his room, found her brother very pale. He stood there,
clenching his teeth, and blood dripped from his fingertips.
Coming closer, she saw that needles were driven under his
nails®.
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There is evidence that during his student days,
Bandera hung a ring of sausage over his bed and did not
eat for several days - this is how he allegedly trained his
will. The fact is quite remarkable, but there are others.
The future leader of the Ukrainian nationalists was
distinguished by actions that are simply disgusting. Thus,
journalist Vladimir Belyaev, talking about Bandera’s
early biography, wrote that he, betting, in front of his
peers, strangled cats with one hand “to strengthen his
will”#, This somehow does not at all fit with the face of a
“knight without fear or reproach” and a fearless hero.
Most likely, this behavior is suitable for a mentally
unbalanced person or simply a sadist.

Professor A. Tchaikovsky characterized the leaders of
the OUN (b) this way. Bandera “was also tied to the
attentat (attempted murder - ed.) against the Soviet
consul in Lviv.” And he was only 22 years old then. By the
time of the terrorist attack, Bandera already held the post
of head of the Regional Executive of the OUN, and R.
Shukhevych was its combat assistant. They gained
experience in terrorist activities from a young age...
Shukhevych set out on the path of struggle for Ukrainian
independence, making the first “successful attempt” on
the life of gymnasium inspector Jan Sobinsky...”*?
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The Ukrainian Military Organization (UVO) promoted
the idea of an independent Ukraine, but placed its main
emphasis on terrorist activities, which were also
considered the best means of propaganda. Attempts were
made to raise an uprising on the territory of Soviet
Ukraine; raids and forays were carried out there. The
most famous terrorist act of Ukrainian nationalists was



the attempt on September 25, 1921 on the first President
of Poland, J. Pilsudski (unsuccessful). The UVO also
gladly began to use political murders in its daily practice -
these are assassinations, murders of Polish officials and
citizens of other nationalities. Terror was supposed to
develop the cult of sacrifice among Ukrainian nationalists,
keep Ukrainians and the Polish authorities in constant
tension, and promote the propaganda of the ideas of
Ukrainian nationalism.

Ideological myths and fairy tales were left for
completely green youth. For the majority of those
recruited to the UVO, and then to the Organization of
Ukrainian Nationalists, it didn’t matter what they
thought at the top - the main thing for them was to feel
their strength, to take out their anger on a master or just
a Pole, a communist, to establish themselves and feel the
strong hand of the leader. Nationalism gave birth to
contempt, then hatred, then indulgence in murder. And
Bandera realized this, perhaps earlier than the others.

He finds himself a much more powerful ally than the
moderate members of the UVO - the Germans became
this ally. In 1929, the Organization of Ukrainian
Nationalists (OUN) was created from paramilitary and
political underground nationalist organizations. These are
mainly radicals - nationalists, even Ukrainian fascists.
Moreover, they gather in Vienna - under the close
supervision of German intelligence. The leader is
Konovalets, and Bandera is still on the sidelines. But the
latter wants power - and not nominal, but actual.

Like Hitler in the early 1930s, Bandera decides to act -
tough and bloody, so that he is noticed, people talk about
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him, they put him on the map and promote him to the
absolute leader.

In 1930, OUN members carried out a series of arson
attacks on the farms of Polish landowners in Galicia. On
October 21, 1933, A. Mailov, an employee of the Soviet
consulate, was killed in Lviv. The most notorious action
was the murder of the Minister of Internal Affairs of
Poland B. Pieracki in June 1934. Moreover, according to
Polish history, “Pieracki was a supporter of Ukrainian-
Polish cooperation - right up to the transformation of
Ukrainians and Poles into a single political nation ™,

Ukrainian nationalists found partners precisely in
Germany, where by that time the Nazis were also rising.
Both there and there everything was serious. “Only in
1923-1928, Germany, through its intelligence agencies,
transferred two million Deutschmarks, 500 kilograms of
explosives, and hundreds of firearms to the OUN”*,

But after participating in the attempted murder of
Polish Minister of Internal Affairs Pieracki, Bandera was
sentenced to a long term.

In 1934, OUN leader Konovalets was killed by a Soviet
agent. In August 1939, in Rome, his close ally, UPR Army
Colonel A. Melnyk, who represented the older, more
moderate wing of the OUN, was elected as the new head
of the OUN. His rise to leadership leads to conflict. There
are now two factions in the OUN leadership: OUN
(Bandera) or OUN (b); the second is a group of Melnyk
supporters - OUN (m).

Bandera managed to attract more followers than
Melnyk. It was the OUN (b) that subsequently dominated
the nationalist movement in Western Ukraine, creating



during the war the most powerful and organized armed
force - the Ukrainian Insurgent Army (UPA). Stepan
Bandera was announced as the new leader of the OUN.

The OUN was an underground organization that had a
strictly centralized structure. The main method of
struggle was terror, banditry, robbery, violence, and
intimidation of the discontented population. Young people
from Galicia, who poured into the OUN, wanted to act
radically, not limiting themselves to propaganda or
drawing up proclamations. The OUN has become, in fact,

an illegal terrorist structure.

At certain stages, it was beneficial for the Germans to
use the brutal hatred of Ukrainian nationalists for purely
practical purposes - the murder of Jews, Poles, Russians,
communists, and anyone who aroused suspicion. Once the
order is given - to “clear” the territory from Jews,
communists, partisans, etc., then the task must be
completed - “Ordnung” is “Ordnung”. And since there
are such half-beasts as Ukrainian nationalists at hand,
then let them do some of the “dirty work”.

At first, they are “trusted” to bring the arrested under
guard to the place of execution, then they can be entrusted
with the executions themselves - especially since the
Ukrainian police are not averse to rummaging through
the underwear of the people they Killed - in other words,
they were also given the right to loot. This is how it
actually happened.

As soon as organized resistance of the bankrupt Polish
army fell, on September 12, 1939, at a meeting with
Hitler, the head of military intelligence and
counterintelligence, Admiral Canaris, was given the task:
“to begin preparing Ukrainian organizations working
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with you and having the same goals, namely the
destruction of the Poles and Jews." By “Ukrainian
organizations” they meant the Organization of Ukrainian
Nationalists (OUN).

Two months later, 400 Ukrainian nationalists began
training in Abwehr camps in Zakopane, Komarn,
Kirchendorf and Gackestein. These young men will
become the core of the Ukrainian Insurgent Army (UPA),
which, according to the “Act of Proclamation of the
Ukrainian State” of June 30, 1941, was supposed to: “...
closely interact with the National Socialist Great
Germany... under the leadership of its Leader Adolf
HITLER... Stepan Bandera ! Glory to Ukraine!"'%

So, everything was put in its place: the Ukrainian army
was going to rob, Kkill, rape civilians together with the
ALLIED GERMAN ARMY, to fight against the Moscow
“occupation” for a “new order” throughout the world
until it wins. This is the quintessence of Ukrainian
nationalism and the crimes of Bandera’s followers. The
covenants that they received from Mazepa, Skoropadskyi
and Petliura. This is real Nazism, which today was
adopted by militants from the national battalions in
Ukraine.
